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Co-Defendant in YSL Trial Stabbed at the Rice Street Jail

Atlanta, GA — Inmate Willie Brown has been charged with aggravated assault and possession of prohibited
items in connection to the stabbing of inmate Shannon Jackson, aka Shannon Stillwell. Jackson is a current
co-defendant in the Georgia vs. Jeffery Williams et al (YSL) trial that began on November 27, 2023.

On the evening of Sunday, December 10, 2023, a fight occurred between Willie Brown and Shannon Jackson
at the Rice Street Jail. During the fight, Jackson was stabbed multiple times by Brown. Jackson is in stable
condition. Brown and Jackson were housed in the same zone. It is unknown what led to the fight.

Willie Brown was initially arrested by the East Point Police Department for several charges on July 22, 2020
and was being held without bond.

Jackson has been in custody since March 17, 2022.
